Jan 9 – Cindy came. We went to Bonnie Wilson’s, got her book “Bare Valley Folks,” and took it in and made copies for us and Bonnie. We stopped by Pam’s and left her stuff.

Jan 10 – The wind blew. I washed. Charley was here.

Jan 11 – We went in & talked to the lawyer. We went on over to Wheeler’s. I got 10 flower sacks.

Jan 12 – I quilted a whole row. We went to the Auction. I got books. We went to see Al Winden.

Jan 13 – I cleaned house. Harold & Shirly came in the eve.

Sunday, Jan 14 – Nice day. Gl & Ch & Angie were here for dinner. I gave Gladys a perm. They watched the football game. I turned the quilt.

Jan 15 – Nice day. Doyle sold Kenneth’s old car (Bertha). I quilted.

Jan 16 – Nice day. I went in and helped Gladys & Charley paint inside their house in Wellington.

Jan 17 – Nice day. I baked ch chip cookies. I went in to Gladys’, we painted 2 bedrooms. Cindy was there. Angie got her a Nova car.

Jan 18 – Snow this morning. I quilted. 

Jan 19 – It snowed all day. I went in to Gladys’ and helped paint. 5” snow.
Jan 20 – Nice day – snow melted. We went in and painted after dinner.
Sunday, Jan 21 – Nice day. We went to Ft. Collins & got groceries. Came back by G & C. They were here in the afternoon. 

Jan 22 – Nice day. I quilted a row. D. fell on the ice.

Jan 23 – We wert to Collins. Doyle got a blood test. I went to see Jess. We stopped at Bobby’s. I quilted.

Jan 24 – Windy. I quilted. Gl & Ch were here in the eve.

Jan 25 – Nice day. I finished quilting the “tie” quilt and got it out of the frames.

Jan 26 – I cleaned house and edged 2 sides of the quilt. We went to the auction. I got popcorn from Gladys.

Jan 27 – Awful cold wind. I went in and helped paint Gladys’ house. We laid one rug. I helped Charley unload a load of stuff.

Sunday, Jan 28 – Cindy & Les were here for dinner. Gl & Ch came too. Cindy had Doyle help with genealogy. I finished edging the bow tie quilt.

Jan 29 – I worked on the baby quilt. Charley was here. Cold & windy.

Jan 30 – I done a huge washing. Hung most of it outside.

Jan 31 – I worked on the baby quilt. I cut out “cup” blocks. I ironed.

Feb 1 – Nice day. I went in to the Sr. Clinic.

Feb 2 – Snowed hard till noon. We went to Wellingtong in the snowstorm.

Feb 3 – Cold. I worked on the “cup” blocks. Cleaned in the kitchen.

Sunday, Feb 4 – I called Kenneth (his 54th). I went in & helped Gladys. I worked in the bathroom. We laid one carpet pad.

Feb 5 – Nice day. We went grocery shopping. Charley brot Doyle’s desk home. 

Feb 6 – Nice day. I varnished the piano stool.

Feb 7 – Nice day. I varnished a chair & the piano stool.

Feb 8 – Cold. We worked on income tax all day. Pam brot my quilt home. Doyle had a man bring a pickup out for him to look at. He bought it. Angie had surgery. 

Feb 9 – We went to the court house and settled on the pickup. We went in to the Holiday Inn and I bought a B.W. TV for $15.00.

Feb 10 – We unloaded Charley’s van. Then I went in and painted the front room in Gl.’s house. 

Sunday, Feb. 11 – We stayed home. Charley came over for rug pads, etc. I baked a pie. Nice day.

Feb 12 – Nice day. I washed & ironed.

Feb 13 – Ground was white when I got up. It snowed hard all day. We worked on income tax.

Feb 14 – Snowed. We worked on income tax. I made cinnamon rolls, bread. Near zero.

Feb 15 – It snowed till noon.

Feb 16 – 10° below this morning. We went to Ft. Collins. Back by Smelkers. Sun bright.

Feb 17 – Doyle’s 83rd birthday. He went to the machinery auction. I bakes his birthday cake. Nice day.

Sunday, Feb 18 – Nice day. Gladys & Charley were here for dinner. Gladys gave me a perm.

Feb 19 – I went down and painted woodwork at Gladys’ house. Doyle & Charley came by & had lunch with us.
Feb 20 – Snowy. I put a rug down in the bathroom.

Feb 21 – I got an emissions sticker on the Buick. Exchanged my jeans at Wards. We went to H &  Block.

Feb 22 – I finished putting carpet in the bathroom. Angie came out to sell her Ford to Doyle.
Feb 23 – I colored my hair and made cinnamon rolls. We went to the Auction but didn’t stay.
Feb 24 – I drove over to Windsor. Les & Cindy took me to Marian’s. Shirley took us to Ona’s 100th birthday party. I got home about 6:30.

Sunday, Feb 25 – I went in and painted in Gladys’ house. I painted one room and the kitchen ceiling. Charley got pizza. We ate at their house. Their dog Jake got killed.

Feb 26 – We went to town and I got license for the Buick. I pd the taxes on the house in Wellington.

Feb 27 – Colder. I packed. We went in to Wellington.

Feb 28 – Snowed. I took a bill into Hollenbecks. Pam came out with pictures.

Mar 1 – Nice day. I was sick last night with indigestion. Still don’t feel good.

Mar 2 – We went to Ft. Collins. I went over to Gladys’ to a lingerie party. Never bought anything.

Mar 3 – We went in to Wellington & got the wash machine Doyle bought, picked up my plane ticket that Kenneth sent. I done a 3 wk wash & mopped the kitchen.
Sunday, Mar 4 – Gladys & Charley & I painted on the house in Wellington. Beautiful day.

Mar 5 – Much colder. I ironed. Charley was here. Gladys & Charley were here in the eve to make house payment. It started to rain and snow.

Mar 6 – Terrible snow storm. All the roads closed. I called Kenneth.

Mar 7 – Snow drifted deep. Snowed all day.

Mar 8 – Sun came out. Don Kelly got our road broke out. We were without electricity all day – power out all day.
Mar 9 – We went in to the bank. Doyle took me as far as the mailbox. Cindy & I left for Boston at 7:30 p.m. Kenneth picked us up at 1:30 a.m.

(no entries from Mar 9 until Mar 28)

Mar 28 – I got up at 6. The taxi got there at 7:10. The plane left Logan at 10:15. In Denver at 1:30. I took the limo to Ft. Collins. Doyle picked me up at the Ramada.

Mar 29 – Three ins. of snow this morning. It snowed nearly all day. We went to Collins. We went to H.S.F.and H & R Block. We stopped at Smelkers.

Mar 30 – I cleaned kitchen & mopped. Doyle went to the auction. I stayed home.

Mar 31 – I was supposed to go to the Health Fair but backed out. I started gathering material for Doyle’s quilt.
Sunday, Apr 1 – Daylite saving time started. I took bills in to Hollenbeck’s. Came back by Gladys’ & picked up my stuff, bedspread & punch bowl. I cut out strips for Doyle’s quilt.

Apr 2 – I called Cindy. I went to  Dr. DeYoung for my chest pains. I went in to see Dr. DeYoung. He gave me medicine. I cut out quilt blocks. 

(Frances continued to feel badly the next few days and thought she had a bad cold. She was admitted to the hospital and later that same night suffered a very serious heart attack. She died on April 7, 1990.)
